Quadriplegic, most people
would have a very limited
existence with such a
diagnosis.

During an interview with
Bill and Gavin of TLC
World-wide Ltd, Sam said
that giving up is “not an
option” in the bush.
Anyone with that sort of
mentality would not
survive even a normal life.
